1. Agenda Approval

Mr. Kauppi moved and Mr. Stone seconded to approve the agenda.  The motion carried.

2. Minutes- 04/12/07

Mr. Kauppi moved and Mr. Stone seconded to approve the minutes of April 12, 2007.  The motion carried with Mr. Prouty abstaining.

5. OLD BUSINESS:

a. FA&A, Brad Aldrich  RE:  Recommendation to Award Contract No. 6

Two bids were opened on March 27, 2007 for the second portion of Pownal Center:

Petricca Construction Company

$ 1,755,698.00

            Zalunzy Excavating Corp.


$ 1,795,094.00

Both bids came in under the engineer’s estimates.  FA&A recommended the board award the bid for Contract No. 6 to Petricca Construction Company.  Petricca has done previous work in town on the Wastewater Project and there has been no change in their credentials.  FA&A recommended the approval of Petricca’s DBE Efforts.  Mr. Kauppi moved and Mr. Prouty seconded to approve.  The motion carried.   Mr. Prouty moved and Mr. Kauppi seconded to award Contract No. 6 to Petricca Construction Company in the amount of $ 1,755,698.00.  The motion carried.  The start date for C-6 is the first part of May.  Petricca will be required to make all the house connections by this fall to meet the VCDP grant requirement.
· The Engineers are still investigating the leak in the sewer line at the Pownal School.
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b. Transfer Station Items:

· Mr. Prouty briefed the board on Transfer Station operations and quantities handled for the quarter January 1 through March 31.
· Household Hazardous Waste Collect Day will be held in Shaftsbury on April 21, 2007 from 9AM-1PM.
· Wind Damage to Doors:  Mr. Prouty had 2 quotes for the board’s consideration, one quote of $ 4,100.00 for roll up steel doors and               $ 2,600.00 for a steel overhead door.  Both quotes recommend the door opening be reduced to 12’ x 12’.  The professional door company recommended the Town go with the reduced door opening and the roll up door on the outside of the building.  The Building Fund has adequate funds to cover the expense.  Mr. Percey moved and Mr. Stone seconded to purchase the steel roll up style door for $ 4,100.  Discussion followed regarding plans to close in the building.  The motion carried.
· Mr. Prouty is requesting a 30-day extension from the State for the Transfer Station Facility Recertification due to the fact that the notification was dated February 14 and he did not receive it until early April.
Adjournment
Mr. Percey moved and Mr. Kauppi seconded to adjourn the meeting at 8:15 p.m.  The motion carried.
